RETIRED RELIGIOUS AND DIOCESAN PRIESTS COLLECTION OCT. 31-Now. 1
The collection for Retired Religious and Diocesan Priests will be conducted in the
Diocese of Greensburg the weekend of Oct. 31-Now. 1. Since 1999, this collection has
helped support the retired diocesan priests’ fund. Twenty-five percent of the total
of this year’s collection will be designated for that purpose, and the remainder of
the collection will be passed on to the National Religious Retirement Office for
distribution to the various religious communities applying for assistance. Today, the
majority of women religious in congregations and men in religious orders are past
age 60, and a significant number are past age 80. Many institutes do not have the
resources to meet the dramatically escalating costs of care for their growing
populations of elderly. This collection helps meet that need.
